• THERE WILL BE NO PARKING IN THE HIGH SCHOOL OR DISTRICT ADMINISTRATION LOTS DURING SCHOOL HOURS. 
• ANY STREET PARKING WITHIN THE NEIGHBORING STREETS ARE AT THAT INDIVIDUAL’S RISK.
• PARKING WILL BE AVAILABLE AT THE WASHINGTON STADIUM PARKING LOT WITH ENTRANCE ON GAY STREET.
• CONTRACTORS WORKING AFTER SCHOOL HOURS ARE ALLOWED TO USE THE SCHOOL PARKING LOTS ON CITY LINE AVE.
• NO PARKING AND/OR STORAGE ON LANDSCAPED AREAS.

DETENTION BASIN WORK: 
• THIS PORTION OF WORK WILL OCCUR IN SUMMER 2018 BETWEEN 6/11/18 AND BE SUBSTANTIALLY COMPLETED NO LATER THAN 8/15/18.

ALTERNATE STUDENT ENTRANCE DURING CONSTRUCTION:
• ALL SCHOOL STUDENT & RELATED PERSONNEL WILL USE THE REAR BUILDING ENTRANCE/S AS NOTED ON THE DOCUMENTS DURING THE SCHOOL YEAR.

TRAILERS, STORAGE CONTAINERS & LAYDOWN AREAS:
• ANY CONTRACTOR TRAILERS & STORAGE CONTAINERS THAT MAY BE NECESSARY WILL BE DISCUSSED WITH AND COORDINATED THROUGH THE DISTRICT’S REP. PRIOR TO INSTALLATION. LIMITED LAYDOWN SPACE IS AVAILABLE DURING THE SCHOOL YEAR.
• CONTRACTOR LAYDOWN AREA/S ARE IDENTIFIED ON THE SITE LOGISTICS PLAN. ALL LAYDOWN AREAS ARE TO BE SECURED WITH TEMPORARY FENCING/MESH ANCHORED INTO THE GROUND FOR STABILITY AND SAFETY. TEMPORARY SIGNAGE WILL BE POSTED.
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TRAILERS, STORAGE CONTAINERS & LAYDOWN AREAS (cont.):
• FENCED IN AREAS MUST BE LOCKED AT ALL TIMES. GC PRIME CONTRACTOR WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY AND ALL RELOCATIONS NECESSARY FOR THEIR INDIVIDUAL WORK THAT WILL BE NECESSARY FOR OTHER CONTRACTORS. 
• ALL TEMPORARY FENCING WILL BE NEW METAL CYCLONE (POST DRIVEN), 8’ IN HEIGHT AND INSTALLED WITH BLACK WIND SCREEN.
• ALL WIND SCREENING WILL BE TIGHTLY SECURED TO THE FENCE AND INSTALLED ON THE INSIDE OF THE PANELS.
• ANY SITE AND/OR LANDSCAPING DISTURBED BY ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY WILL BE RESTORED BACK TO ITS FULL INTENT AT THE END OF THE PROJECT. THIS WILL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PRIME GC CONTRACTOR.
• ANY STOCKPILING OF MATERIALS WILL BE CONFINED WITHIN THE SITE LAYDOWN AREAS ONLY.

TEMPORARY UTILITIES:
• THE SCHOOL DISTRICT WILL PAY FOR ALL TEMPORARY UTILITIES.
• GC PRIME CONTRACTOR WILL SECURE & PAY FOR ALL TEMPORARY TOILETS FOR THE PROJECT UP UNTIL THE END OF CONSTRUCTION. 
• BUILDING HOSE BIBS ARE LOCATED WITHIN THE COURTYARD AND THEY CAN BE USED FOR CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES. ANY OTHER WATER NEEDS FOR THE PROJECT WILL BE SUPPLIED AND INSTALLED BY THE PLUMBING CONTRACTOR FOR ALL TO USE. 
• NO “WASH-OUTS” WILL BE PERFORMED WITHIN THE COURTYARDS. CONCRETE TRUCK WASHOUTS WILL BE PERFORMED OFF SITE. 
• DAILY CLEANING OF MUD AND/OR DEBRIS FOR PARKING LOTS, SIDEWALKS, DRIVES & STREETS WILL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PRIME GC CONTRACTOR.
• DAILY CLEANING OF SITE LAYDOWN AREAS WILL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PRIME GC CONTRACTOR.
• ANY SNOW REMOVAL/CLEARING/SALTING WILL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PRIME GC CONTRACTOR AND THAT WILL INCLUDE CONTRACTOR PARKING AREAS, SIDEWALKS AND LAYDOWN AREAS INCLUDING INTERIOR COURTYARDS.
• PRIME GC CONTRACTOR WILL PROVIDE AND MAINTAIN AT ALL TIMES ALL EXTERIOR & INTERIOR SAFETY SIGNAGE, BARRICADES AND ENCLOSURES. POSTING OF SIGNAGE ON TEMPORARY FENCING, WALLS AND WORK AREAS ARE REQUIRED FOR BOTH STUDENTS & WORKER AREAS. 
• PRIME GC CONTRACTOR WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL OVERHEAD PROTECTION AS IT RELATES TO ROOF WORK, OVERHEAD UTILITY WIRE CLEARANCES, EXISTING BUILDING UTILITIES AND OPEN EXCAVATIONS. 
• ELECTRICAL CONTRACTOR WILL PROVIDE & MAINTAIN ALL NECESSARY TEMPORARY POWER & REQUIRED LIGHTING FOR ALL WORK AREAS BOTH INTERIOR AND EXTERIOR. THE TEMPORARY LIGHTING WILL SUPPORT YEAR ROUND WORK INCLUDING, LAYDOWN/STORAGE AREAS PUBLIC WALK AREAS AND PARKING LOTS
• TEMPORARY LIGHT AND POWER TO REMAIN ON AT ALL TIMES UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED AND/OR DISCUSSED.

• NO SMOKING ON CAMPUS PROPERTY.

• ALL CONTRACTORS WILL MAINTAIN A SAFE WORK AREA AT ALL TIMES.
• ALL WORK ASSOCIATED WITH DEMOLITION OF EXISTING AND/OR NEW UTILITY WORK OUTSIDE THE CONSTRUCTION AREAS WILL BE COMPLETELY SECURED WITH 8’ HIGH TEMPORARY FENCING & WIND SCREEN WITH POSTS ANCHORED FROM WIND AND PUBLIC ACTIVITY. ALL GATES WILL BE LOCKED AND MAINTAINED AT ALL TIMES WITH SAFE ACCESS UNTIL COMPLETE.
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
